ately, there have been more calls
L made to Poudre Valley Rural Electric

Association by people who want to
learn more about Green Power and whether
or not it is available to them. This is a good
sign, indicating that people are concerned
about the nation’s limited energy resources
and the environment in general. Also, more
than ever, people are concerned about the
effect energy choices will have on their envi-
ronmental future.

Because of the rising cost of running
power plants and the tremendous amount
of load demand on electric energy caused
by growing population in the area, Tri-State
Generation and Transmission, our power sup-
plier, has agreed to purchase for resale lim-
ited amounts of renewable energy, commonly
called Green Power, from wind, solar and
small-scale, low-head hydroelectric facilities.

By signing up for Green Power, consumers
are agreeing to support a cleaner, less envi-
ronmentally intrusive form of energy. Pur-
chasing one 100 kilowatt-hour block of Green
Power each month for one year has the same
environmental impact as not driving a car
2,400 miles or planting a half-acre of trees.
If every PVREA member-owner bought just
one block of Green Power, Colorado could
truly be a “green” state.

Buying a block of energy has never been
more affordable. PVREAs board members
approved a charge reduction for buying
Green Power from $2.75 to $1.25 a block, for
up to three blocks. That's a savings of $1.50
a block. This charge of $1.25 a block would
be added to your monthly bill.

The benefit of using Green Power is some-
thing about which board members feel
strongly. The board believes that if it low-
ers the cost of buying renewable energy, peo-
ple will respond in a positive way with hopes
of a brighter, more energy-efficient future.

Do You Need a College Scholarship?

ach year six scholarships are available through
E Poudre Valley Rural Electric Association for high

school seniors and college undergraduate stu-
dents. Basin Electric and Tri-State Generation and Trans-
mission offer scholarships in addition to the funds
Poudre Valley REA has established.

Applicants must be dependents of parents or
guardians, or consumers themselves, who currently
receive electric service from PVREA. If the PVREA con-
sumer is a business, that business may appoint a can-
didate of its choice. Previous winners may reapply if
they still qualify.

Applications are reviewed to make sure that 1) each
is complete, 2) the applicant is eligible, 3) the required
documentation has been submitted and 4) the dead-
line has been met. If all the requirements are met, the
winners’ names will be drawn at random with one win-
ner and one alternate for each scholarship.
